SOUTH Western Railway (SWR)
general manager Ashok Gupta
conducted a surprise inspection
at the catering units at Hubballi
railway station on Saturday.

The inspection aimed at get-
ting a firsthand account on the
quality of the food being served
to passengers and check cleanli-
ness at the catering outlets.

On direction by the Railway
Board, a three-week drive has
been launched by Railways to
check all static and mobile cater-
ing units and cell kitchens.

Teams consisting officials of
various branches of Railways,
including commercial, engineer-
ing, medical, mechanical and
electrical, are checking whether
hygienic methods are adopted in
food preparation and storing and
drinking water is used for
cooking.

The food and water samples
are being collected and sent for
analysis.

Unauthorised vending on the
railway premises is being jointly

checked by the commercial and
RPF staff.
During the inspection, Gupta

'took feedback from passengers.

The quality of food, display of
price list, quantity, date of expi-
ry of packed food items, availa-
bility of ‘Janata food’ and hy-
giene of kitchen area were also
checked. ;

He directed the supervising of-
ficials to increase the frequency
of periodic inspections on the ca-
tering units, especially collection
of food samples for quality check.
He also inspected cleanliness of
platforms and mechanlsed
laundry.

Gupta highlighted the scope of
improving cleanliness at Hubba-
11i station.

An audit report of the Comp-
troller and Auditor General on
catering service in Indian Rail-
ways had observed that the food
served are unsuitable for human
consumption.

Three -phase expansion programme planned the past and the future will find space at the museum

The Rail Museum in Mysusu,
with its display of steam lo-
comotives conjuring up im-
ages of iron horse spewing
, smoke, is set to be expanded
under a three-phase pro-
gramme.

The authorities expect to

spend around ¥4 crore to
upgrade and embellish the
museum, which was the
second in India at the time
of its inauguration in 1979.
“Of the available funds, the
Railways will spend %1.14
crore during this financial
year,” said Atul Gupta, divi-
sional railway manager,
Mysuru Division, South
Western Railway.

- On the anvil is an audio-
visual gallery complete with
soundand light to give a real
immersion into the rhythm
and beat of the steam loco-
motives that huffed and
puffed across the subcontin-
ent till the 1980s, before
they were phased out and
replaced by the more
i mundane diesel and electric
i locomotives.

- In a departure from the
current trend of museums
tending to display the past,
there will be efforts to shed
light on future rail projects
as well, with the museum
highlighting the projected
i technological evolution in
i the pipeline.

Expansion plan
The three-phase expansion
programme includes con-
servation'and preservation
of the existing artefacts be-
sides augmenting the collec-
tion, building upgrade and
i landscaping, besides ex-
i panding the museum area,
