by the state government.

The state Cabinet on Janu-
aryl0 approved the draft fea-
sibilityreport sentbytheSouth
Western Railway (SWR). The

Cabinet made several chang-
es, including an extension of
the suburban network to Tu-
makuru, Ramanagaram and
Doddaballapur, and revised
the cost from Rs 19,500 crore
to Rs 23,093 crore.

The government’s condi-
tions that accompanied the
in-principle approval sent to
the railways include the de-
mand for utilisation of about
700 acres of land free of cost,
changeinthealignment of the

corridors, change in the dis-
tance between stations from
the proposed 1-2 km to 4-5 km
and extension of the dedicated
lines, sourcesin SWR said.
‘When asked about the pos-
sible fallout of such conditions,
SWR General Manager Ajay
Kumar Singh said the propos-
als have to be decided at the
ministry level. “We had hoped
for theinception of the project
through a foundation laying
ceremony before the budget.

However, it seems changes
in the alignment require a re-
vised detailed project report,”
hesaid.

Meanwhile, the state gov-
ernment was keen on the im-
plementation of the project
at the earliest. “We hope the
railways will provide land
free of cost since it is a project
aimed at providing affordable
transporttoalarger society,”a
seniorofficialin the Urban De-
velopment Department said.
