Bengaluru: A 65-year-old ex-
Army truck driver, who is the

father of a Kargil war martyr,

was arrested on Saturday on
charges of ma-
kingahoaxcall
to city police
control room
on Friday eve-
ning, claiming

Goa and Maharashtra would be
hit by terror attacks.

The accused is Sundar
Murthy, a resident of Muni-
venkateshwara Layout in Av-
alahallinear Hoskote, Bengalu-
ruRural. He was working as an
Army truck driver and retired
in1989. Hiswifeisahomemaker
and they have three sons.

Their eldest son, Saravana
Perumal, was an Armyman
who was martyred during the
Kargil war. Two of the sons
work at private firms whilé the
youngest one is looking for a
job,” said police.

The hoax call was made aro-
und 5.30pm to Namma Control,
the city police control room.
Speaking in Tamil and broken
Hindi, the caller had said, “The
terror attacks will take place on
trains. At least 19 terrorists are
holed up in Ramanathapuram,
TamilNadu.”

The call was brought to the
notice of DG&IGP Neelamani N
Raju, who had alerted her coun-
terparts in Tamil Nadu, Kerala,
