THE villagers of Haveri dis-
trict had a busy and “profita-
ble” morning on Tuesday.
When they found that a railway
engine had started leaking die-
sel, they got everything possi-
ble from their houses to collect
the fuel.

The incident was reported
near Yelvigi village in Haveri
district when the Hubballi-Ben-
galuru passenger train was on
route on Tuesday. After the leak
was hoticed, the locomotive pi-
lot halted the train and called
for help from the Hubballi
headquarters.

As an alternative engine was
on the way with a team of tech-
nicians to fix the leak, the vil-
lagers swarmed around the en-
gine and started collecting the

diesel in pots, bottles and box-

‘es. Many households emptied

their water vessels and got
them filled with diesel.

The officials from the South
Western Railways (SWR) in
Hubballi said the reason for the
leak is under probe.

“As soon as the engine leak
was reported, Hubballi sent an
additional locomotive so that
the train could begin the on-

“All classes of train services
have incurred losses during
2016-17 except AC-3 Tier and AC
chair car which could recover
its operational cost and made
profit,” the Government aud-
itor said in its report on the na-
tional transporter.

This is a breakthrough be-
cause for five years—from fiscal
2012413 to 201617 —the AC 3-tier

Specifically, 11.45 per cent of the
reserved passengers availed
various concessions during the
three-year period, making rail-
