Hubballi: As many as 31 railway stations under
the jurisdiction of South Western Railway
(SWR) will get video surveillance system under
the Nirbhaya Fund. The installation is part of
Railway Board’s approval for the system at 983
railways stations. For the project, the India Rail-
ways has earmarked Rs 250 crore this year.

The systems will be installed at places like
waiting halls, reservation counters, parking
areas, entrance/exitroutes, platforms, foot-over
bridges and booking offices.
