THE South Western Railway (SWR) has
brought its nine railway stations under vid-

eo surveillance system making use of the

grants released under the Nirbhaya Fund.
The SWR is the first zone of Indian Rail-
ways to complete the work in the phase-I.

With an aim to enhance security at rail-
way stations, the Indian Railways had de-
cided to provide CCTVs under Nirbhaya
fund. Cameras have been installed at wait-
ing halls, reservation counters, parking
areas, main entrances/exits, platforms,
foot over-bridges and booking offices. For
this year, a budgetary allocation of ¥250
crore has been made to the Indian Rail-
ways to take up the work, which is being
executed by Railtel.

. According to SWR chief public relation
officer E Vijaya, the target is to complete
the phase-I by March. The SWR was given
atarget to bring nine stations under CCTV
surveillance system. The nine locations

where the video surveillance system has
been commissioned are Ballari (33 cam-
eras), Belagavi (36 ) Vasco-da-Gama (36),
Bengaluru cantonment (21) Bangarpet
(36) Hassan (36) Krishnarajapuram (25)
Shivamogga town (24) and Sri Satya Sai
Prashanti Nilayam (20 cameras).

In the phase 2, the video surveillance
system is planned to cover 21 more sta-

- tions, including Arsikere, Bagalkot, Ba-

naswadi, Bhadravati, Vijayapura, Birur,
Gadag, Harihar, Haveri, Hindupur, Hos-
pet, Hosur, Koppal, Londa, Mandya,
Thorngallu, Tumakuru, Yelahanka, Da-
vangere, Dharwad and Kengeri. The same
will be done in 2020-21.

The security personnel can monitor
these cameras 24x7 not only from station
control rooms, but also from divisional
central security control rooms located at
divisional headquarters in Hubballi, Mys-
uru and Bengaluru. The main features of
the system include video surveillance and
face and abandoned luggage detection.
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
